CARE OF YOUR LAPTOP

1. Never leave the laptop in your automobile during extreme temperatures.  If, for some reason, your laptop is exposed to very cold temperatures, DO NOT turn it on until it has returned to room temperature.

2. If you travel with your laptop, be sure to store it in your locked trunk out of sight.

3. Do not clean the laptop screen with any alcohol-based products.  An electronic cleaner, such as Electronic Endust is strongly recommended.  Do not spray the product directly on the laptop; spray it on a lint-free cloth and clean the surfaces with the cloth.

4. Never spill any liquid on or into the laptop.  Of particular hazard is any liquid containing sugar or sugar substitutes such as soda, coffee, juice, etc.

5. Do not eat over your laptop.  Crumbs dropping into the keyboard area of the laptop can cause malfunctions.

6. It is best to place your laptop on a solid surface before working with it.  Contrary to its “name,” your lap is generally not a good place to place your “laptop,” nor is your bed!

7. Never push down on the top of your laptop to close it.  Close the cover by pressing down with both hands on the side of the cover.  Pressure to the center of the cover will damage your screen at a non-warranty replacement cost of approximately $1,000.

8. Always store or transport the laptop in its protective case.

9. Some individuals find using the touch pad difficult or frustrating.  If you are a person who likes to rest his/her palms on the keyboard, you will most likely find your mouse ends up jumping all over your screen.  Plugging a standard mouse into the mouse port will deactivate the touch pad and prevent this problem.

10. Do not plug your laptop into an electrical circuit at home during heavy storms.  Surges or outages of power can destroy data as well as the laptop.

11. Check with your insurance carrier to see if your laptop is included in your homeowner’s policy.  You may have to add a “rider” to be sure the equipment is covered.  When the laptop is off school premises, it is your responsibility.
